NOVEMBER 12, 2008

     A regular meeting of the Madrid Town was called to order at 5:30 pm in the Town Office.

     Members present: William Carkner, Tony Cooper, Kevin Finnegan, Tim Thisse, David Fisher, Judy Hargrave – Town Clerk and Chet Tyndall – Highway Supt.

      Also present: Tim Lucas, Aaron Jarvis, Al Finnegan, Jeff Gilson, Mike Crowe, Peter Lekki and Amy Moulton.

      Aaron Jarvis gave the board an update on the Sewer project. At this time Aaron is completing the USDA application.

     Tony Cooper made a resolution to allow William Carkner to sign all the paperwork associated with the sewer project, second by Kevin Finnegan. All were in favor.

     Tim Thisse made a motion, second by Kevin Finnegan to sign an agreement with Cappello, Linden & Ladouceur as bond counsel for the sewer project for a fee of $6,000.00. All were in favor.

     Tim Lucas asked about the progress on the new zoning law regulations, has the board made a decision yet about adopting them. The board will have a public hearing on November 19, 2008 @ 6:30 on adopting Local Law #1 of 2008.

     The board reviewed the monthly bills. Tony Cooper made a motion, second by Tim Thisse to pay the monthly bills. General #425-460 in the amount of $5,487.80, Highway #140-158 in the amount of $60,762.54, Water #126-138 in the amount of $5,848.76, Sewer #36-37 for $1,659.33 and Light District #11 for $1,266.11. All were in favor.

     Chet reported that the roof on the water plant is completed.

     Communications: Kevin Finnegan made a motion, second by David Fisher to relevy all unpaid water and sewer bills onto the landowners 2009 Town & County tax bill. All were in favor.

     The Supervisor reported that he had sent a letter to Carey Babyak regarding the bridge. The County will take care of keeping the bridge cleaned off this winter. 

     The County highway department is currently doing some repairs to County Route 30.

     Peter Lekki spoke to the board about possibly joining AMP, the bill is supposed to be reintroduced in both houses early in 2009, so now would be a good time to join. The cost would be approximately $1 per person based on the Town’s current population. Madrid’s share would be under $2,000.00.

     Old Business: Mike Crowe reported that the Rescue Squad can purchase gas & diesel through the Town but it must be written into the yearly contract.

     Amy Moulton presented a proposal for doing payroll and accounting for the Town for $5,800.00 . The breakdown is as follows: $500.00 for initial purchase, setup and training of QuickBooks Pro 2009, $1,200.00 monthly review and reporting, $100.00 to incorporate the annual budget, $500.00 for the annual comptrollers report, $3,000 for all payroll functions except reporting and $500.00 for all payroll reporting.

     Jeff Gilson reported that there were 13 building permits and 2 burning permits since Sept. 1, 2008 and he had traveled 139 miles. Jeff also reported that Linda Armstrong had cleaned up the garbage around her property.

     New Business: Tim Thisse reported that LeBerge & Curtis needs something in writing stating that the Town will be purchasing a snow broom for $3,100.00 from them. 

     The Youth had a large turn out for the first week of swimming at SUNY Potsdam.

     The Board reviewed the preliminary budget for 2009.The board added $50,000 to the General as unexpended balance bringing the total unexpended balance to $60,500 and they added $20,000 to the Highway as unexpended balance. Due to an error in the 2008 budget there was $10,500 in the general, $9,000 in the sewer budget and $10,500 in the water budget to rectify the error in the previous years budget. The Board reduced the park budget (A7100-7110-4) by $8,000.00. David Fisher made a motion, second by Tony Cooper to accept the amended preliminary budget as the official 209 budget.

.     Whereas the Town Board of Madrid has met at the time and place specified in the notice of the public hearing on the preliminary budget and heard all persons desiring to be heard now therefore be it resolved that the Town Board does hereby adopt such preliminary budget as originally compiled, with the above modifications as the annual budget for the Town for the fiscal year beginning January 1, 2009 and that such budget as so adopted be entered in detail in the minutes of the proceedings of the Town Board and be it

     Further resolved that the Town Clerk of this town shall prepare and certify in duplicate copies of such annual budget as adopted by the Town Board together with the estimates if any adopted pursuant to section 202A of the Town Law and deliver one copy thereof to the Supervisor of the Town to be presented by him to the Board of Legislators of the County.

     Roll call vote as follows: Kevin Finnegan – No, Timothy Thisse – Aye,  William Carkner – Aye, Tony Cooper – Aye and David Fisher- Aye.  The motion was duly passed.

Tony Cooper made a motion, second by David Fisher to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, All were in favor.

    Kevin Finnegan would like the board to send a letter to Wayne Taillon stating that it was a board decision, not Kevin’s decision to send Chet out to speak with Wayne.

     Kevin Finnegan made a motion, second by Tim Thisse to adjourn, meeting was adjourned at 8:00 pm
