OCTOBER 13, 2010

     A regular meeting of the Madrid Town Board was called to order at 6:30 pm in the Town Office.

     Members present: Joe Finnegan, Supervisor, Tony Cooper, Kevin Finnegan, Bill Barkley, Hwy Supt and Judy Hargrave, Town Clerk. David Fisher present at 7 pm. Absent: Tim Thisse.

     Also present: Garry Wells, Chad Price, Tammy Hawkins and Jeff Gilson.

     Garry Wells reported that the Planning Board gave approval to the proposal from SLIC for high speed internet service for areas in the Town not covered by Time Warner Cable service. The Planning Board approved a permit for Richard Tiernan to add a second set of self-storage buildings. They will act on a request for a beauty shop on State Highway 345 at the November meeting after review of the parking availability.

     Kevin Finnegan made a motion, second by Tony Cooper to conditionally approve the proposal from SLIC providing the Town Attorney has no objections. Kevin Finnegan, Tony Cooper and Joe Finnegan voted Aye.

     Tony Cooper made a motion, second by Kevin Finnegan to enter into an agreement with New Horizons Wireless for wireless internet service pending approval of the Town Attorney. Joe Finnegan, Kevin Finnegan and Tony Cooper voted Aye.

     The Supervisor presented the board with a copy of the monthly report. Tony Cooper made a motion, second by Kevin Finnegan to acknowledge receipt of the monthly report. All were in favor.

     The board reviewed the monthly bills. Kevin Finnegan questioned the bill for the youth petty cash, this was used to purchase supplies for the Halloween party and he also wanted to know if highway bill #156 was for parts for the fire department. The Highway Supt said they were and he had billed the fire department for them. 

     Kevin Finnegan made a motion, second by Tony Cooper to pay the bills. General #295-327 for $14,262.11, Highway #155-173 for $78,938.91, Water #83-93 for $1,217.86, Sewer #44-53 for $2,747.39 and Light District #10 for $1,192.43. Joe Finnegan, Tony Cooper and Kevin Finnegan voted Aye.

     Communications: Jason Clark sent a letter asking the Board to support the construction of a four- lane highway in St. Lawrence, Franklin, Lewis, Jefferson and Clinton Counties.

     Tony Cooper made a resolution, second by Kevin Finnegan to support the construction of a four- lane highway in St. Lawrence, Franklin, Lewis, Jefferson and Clinton Counties with four-lane spurs to Massena, Ogdensburg, Lowville and Plattsburgh and urge the assistance of elected state and federal officials to make it a reality.

     Whereas, the economic impact of North Country transportation improvements is a key component of the North Country Transportation study, and

     Whereas, the economic development impact analysis has measured the value to the regional economy of efficiency gains through user benefits such as reductions in travel time, reductions in operating costs, and reductions in accidents due to improved safety, and

     Whereas, the gains through increased social and economic development opportunities due to improved transportation access will reduce unemployment rates, reduce government transfer payments such as social welfare and unemployment insurance, and increase employment in the region, and

     Whereas, the transportation improvements can enhance access to labor, customer, tourism and supplier markets, as well as to intermodal transportation facilities, making the overall region more attractive to transportation-dependent industries, and

     Whereas, the construction of a four-lane highway within the boundaries of St. Lawrence, Franklin, Lewis, Jefferson and Clinton counties and the construction of four-lane spurs connecting Massena, Ogdensburg, Lowville and Plattsburgh will begin to address the transportation improvements necessary to foster such economic growth, and

     Whereas, our elected New York and Congressional representatives can be assured that the Town of Madrid adamantly supports such four-lane highway construction,

     Now, Therefore, be it resolved, that the Town of Madrid urge New York State acting Commissioner of Transportation, Mr. Stanley Gee, to cooperate with local transportation taskforce groups to push for the construction of a four-lane highway with in St. Lawrence, Franklin, Lewis, Jefferson and Clinton Counties with four-lane spurs connecting Massena, Ogdensburg and Lowville, and

     Be it further resolved that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the Northern Corridor Transportation Group by fax at 315-769-2835 or by mail at P O Box 5217, Massena, NY 13662. The Northern Corridor Transportation Group will forward the resolution to appropriate state and federal elected officials. Joe Finnegan, Kevin Finnegan and Tony Cooper voted Aye. The resolution was duly passed.

     AMP sent a letter stating that the Town’s dues will be $3,705.00 for next year and they also wanted the board to consider endorsing Jim Spencer from Norfolk as our representative to the North Country Power Authority board. The Supervisor asked AMP to send a copy of Jim Spencer’s resume for them to review.

     The Library Board reported that they have $21,232.39 in their trust account, but they can’t draw it below $20,000.00.

     A letter was received from Cappello Linden & Ladouceur on behalf of the Madrid Fire Department, asking the Town’s approval of their request for a restated certificate of incorpation. The Town Board must have a public hearing regarding this matter. The Town Board will have a public hearing on the restated certificate of incorporation for the Madrid Volunteer Fire Dept., Inc. on Wednesday, November 10, 2010 at 6:15 pm in the Town Office.

     Bill Barkley: The sand pile is completed for this year. 

     The snowplows have all been converted so that they can be run one man to a truck.

     The water service to the town office will not be completed this year.

     Old Business: The Supervisor has not received a written request from Chet Tyndall to add his wife to his health insurance policy.

     New Business: Jeff Gilson reported that he had issued fifteen building permits for the months of August and September.

     Kevin Finnegan made a motion, second by Tony Cooper to approve the minutes of the September 8th and 22nd meetings. All were in favor.

    The Supervisor called an executive session at 7:50 pm. The Board came out of executive session at 10:29 pm with no votes taken.

     The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 pm.
